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Welcome Swallow is holding its fi fth on 
farm sale with the Outcross Autumn Bull 
Sale to be held at Illalangi on Wednesday 
14 April at 1pm.

Since the Spring Sale last year conditions 
have changed considerably for the better!

Spring rainfall delivered a good fodder 
crop for most in the region. The silage pad-
docks at Illalangi were actually cut a sec-
ond time for hay – a fi rst! This was made 
possible by harvesting the silage crop into 
on-ground buns rather than wrapped rolls 
which made it possible to spread urea 
immediately after harvest. In all, 746 ton 
DM of hay and silage were produced – 
equivalent to roughly ²⁄³ of a full year 
drought reserve. Our risk management 
strategy is to put away a full years drought 
reserve as quickly as we can – as destock-
ing for us is not an option.

The January sales results also indicate 
that restocking is underway with joined 
females garnering good prices and heifer 

calves enjoying competition from both fat 
buyers and restockers. This saw females 
often matching steers on a cents/kg basis.

Welcome Swallow progeny were well 
represented at the sales at Wangaratta, 
Mansfi eld and Yea in January and Feb-
ruary. Our congratulations go to Pulitano 
Pastoral for topping the Mansfi eld Sale for 
weaner heifers achieving $590/head with 
the steer portion achieving $645/head. 
Bill and Viv O’Loughlin were awarded the 
prize for the best presented pen and also 
topped the Wangaratta Sale on 5 Febru-
ary. Congratulations also to Dueran Pasto-
ral as well as the Adcock, Ferguson, Mc 
Cauley and Newman families whose stock 
presented and sold well. 

The Outcross Autumn Bull Sale features 
high performance outcross genetics by 
Wood hill Foresight, SAV Net Worth, Moh-
nen Day Ahead and Leachman Boomtime 
as well as the high performance sons of New 
Design 036 and Future Direction – Sitz New

ing high indexing son of GAR Predestined. 

Industry experts, clients and visitors 
viewing the sale offering at Beef Week 
held at Illalangi on 5 February declared 
it to be our best to date, with the bulls 
displaying more frame, power, balance, 
meat and muscle, plus great temperament.

Inspections by appointment are also 
welcome.

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There has been considerable interest 
expressed in the progress we are making 
with our charolais program. The objective 
here is to provide an option for our Angus 
clients to safely boost the kg/ha produced 
whilst retaining the calving ease and carcase 
quality of their Angus. The way to do this is 
to join approximately 30% of the herd to the 
right Charolais bulls and then sell all of the 
progeny. 

What are the right Charolais for this 
program? Proven calving ease Charolais 
bloodlines with suffi cient fat cover to ensure 
that the progeny will fi nish at the target grid 
weight.

Unfortunately, Charolais numbers are not 
big in Australia and fi nding genetics from 
known safe bloodlines even harder. So we 
undertook to import embryos from the US 
as well as undertaking a fl ushing program 
which saw over 60 embryos implanted in 
November last year.

The fi rst Welcome Swallow Charolais 
bulls (calved out of Angus recipients) will be 

presented at our Spring Sale on Wednesday 
15 September 2010.

Due to the long lead time in breeding our 
own Charolais we felt the need to service 
clients who wanted to get going straight 
away. Together with Dale Edwards from 
High Country Heifers, we sourced high 
performance US genetics at commercial 
rates. Dr John Webb Ware from the 
Mackinnon Project at Melbourne University 
assisted us in establishing the commercial 
viability of using AI for commercial clients.

The fi rst AI Angus × Charolais calves 
calved in August last year. The results to date 
are encouraging. The take up rate from a 
single round of AI has been more than 70% 
with over 400 cows in the program. At the 
joining in November we have also added in 
a new generation Angus bull to the program 
to compare performance.

More on this exciting program as results 
come to hand – watch this space!
